ID number and PIN at
http://uaonline.alaska.edu.

2. Choose the “Financial Aid” or “Stu-
dent Services” menu, then choose the
“Scholarships” link.

3. Enter your demographic informa-
tion in Step 1. If you have applied for
scholarships in previous years, you will
still need to update and resubmit.

4. Enter your personal profile in Step
2. (We recommend that you copy/paste
it from a word processing document.)

5. To apply for UAF scholarships that
require additional essays or materials,
click the UAF link in Step 4.

6. If you have any other materials to
submit, send or bring them to the UAF
Financial Aid Office.

7. To apply for statewide scholarships
that require additional essays or materi-
als, click the UA link in Step 5.

8. To be considered for need-based
scholarships, complete the most current
FAFSA online at www.fafsa.ed.gov
between Jan. 1 and Feb. 15.

9. That’s it! If you are selected as a
scholarship winner, you will be sent an
award letter to your official UAF email
address. Most scholarship winners will
be notified in April or May.

The deadline is Feb. 15.
No late applications
will be accepted.
